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A compilation of existing habitat conditions in the
Area of Concern and the immediate upstream
watershed was undertaken by DEC. In addition, with
funding provided by USEPA, faculty and students
from the New York State University College at
Buffalo completed physical mapping, siltation rate
evaluations and additional biological surveys
relative the Area of Concern.

Upon completion of Phase I of the assessment, a
determination of additional needs to develop a
habitat improvement scheme was prepared by the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service under an agreement with
Erie County and DEC which lead to site selection
for preservation and improvement of habitat.

Funds were provided through the USEPA for the
design of habitat improvement projects along the
Buffalo River. This design work was undertaken
under contract by Erie County with the involvement
of the City of Buffalo, U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the DEC.

Three sites were selected for implementation and
have been constructed.

Remediation of the Buffalo Color waste site by the
previous owner, Allied Signal, included fish and
wildlife restoration both upland and along the
shoreline of the Buffalo River as well as the
creation of a four acre pocket park downstream of
the site.

The feasibility of ecosystem restoration is being
assessed at potential areas along the Buffalo River
by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers with the U.S.
Fish and wildlife Service, the State University of
New York at Buffalo and the DEC.

At the time of preparation of the Remedial Action Plan
thirty-two sites were identified in the Buffalo River basin
where hazardous wastes may have been deposited. New
information obtained as a result of work undertaken during
1993-95 is summarized and underlined in Table A-1. Site
investigation and remediation program progress in the
Buffalo River basin is shown in Table A-2.

Seven new sites were identified in the Buffalo River
basin since the completion of the RAP. These sites have
been added to the above listings.
